Next, the Joint Enterprise Standards Committee (JESC) will meet on 22 July to approve all CR recommendations from JESC Technical Working Groups.  Baseline Release 15-1 is scheduled to be published by 5 August 2015. 

CONSENT AGENDA ITEMS
Due to the large number of CRs to be voted upon and to expedite the proceedings of the voting meeting, 16 CRs have been marked as “Consent Agenda Item” in the first column of the table below.  Consent Agenda Items are those CR actions that will be voted for approval as a group without individual discussion. These CR actions are routine "standards life cycle management" in nature and most likely recommended to retain their current status.  However, if a GWG core voting representative has questions about these standards/CR actions (clarification, opposition to recommended action, etc), the representative may contact the GWG Secretariat (NCGIS-Mail@nga.mil) prior to Thursday, 11 June and request that the Consent Agenda CR be moved to the “Discussion Agenda” so that it is presented and discussed by the membership prior to voting.  (Discussion Agenda Items are CRs deemed as needing/benefiting from group discussion).   While core voting representatives should do so as early as possible prior to the meeting, they have the option to move topics to the Discussion Agenda on the day of the meeting.  Abstention votes are not necessarily a reason to move the CR to the Discussion Agenda.  The abstaining GWG member may just provide the GWG Secretariat with the list of CRs for which they are abstaining (with rationale if they want it to appear in the Minutes). The recommended action for all Consent Agenda Items will be voted in a block at the conclusion of the meeting.
