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1.
PURPOSE

In accordance with the charter of the Imagery Standards Management Committee / Geospatial Standards Management Committee (ISMC/GSMC), this charter establishes the Department of Defense / Intelligence Community / United States Imagery and Geospatial System (DoD/IC/USIGS) Motion Imagery Standards Committee (MISC).  The MISC will monitor and participate in the development of and changes to the technical merits of proposed standards to insure interoperability and maintain image quality of motion imagery, associated metadata, audio, and other related systems for DoD/IC/USIGS.  By explicit reference, the MISC assumes all of the responsibilities of its predecessor organization, the Video Working Group.
2.
SCOPE

In accordance with Department Of Defense Directive Number 5105.60 (dated 11 October 1996), which established the National Imagery and Mapping Agency (NIMA); and whereas: “The NIMA shall provide timely, relevant, and accurate imagery, imagery intelligence, and geospatial information in support of the national security objectives of the United States;” and whereas NIMA shall: “Prescribe and mandate standards and end-to-end technical architectures related to imagery, imagery intelligence, and geospatial information for the DoD Components and for the non-DoD elements of the Intelligence Community…” to include:

· “Standards for end-to-end architectures related to imagery, imagery intelligence, and geospatial information.”

· “Technical guidance and direction to all the DoD Components and the non-DoD members of the Intelligence Community regarding standardization and interoperability of systems requiring geospatial information or imagery support,” and “for exploitation and dissemination of imagery and imagery intelligence products and geospatial information.”

And whereas NIMA shall: “Develop policies and provide DoD participation in national and international imagery, imagery intelligence, and geospatial information activities…”

The Motion Imagery Standards Committee is hereby designated as the organization, under the supervision of the ISMC/GSMC, to formulate, review and recommend standards for motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and other related systems for use within the DoD/IC/USIGS.  The MISC will formulate and make recommendations to the ISMC/GSMC on all proposed motion imagery, associated metadata, audio, and other related systems standards for compliance with the technical goals of the USIGS and Joint Technical Architecture (JTA).  The MISC will therefore monitor and participate in changes to, and the implementation of, related motion imagery, metadata, audio and associated systems standards in national and international arenas for impacts to DoD/IC/USIGS Systems.

3.
MISSION

Whereas, motion imagery has been recognized by the United States DoD/IC/USIGS as a fundamentally important source of imagery intelligence, and whereas; improved battlespace awareness using motion imagery sensors has been identified as a key developing technology area in policy documents such as DoD Joint Vision 2010; the mission of the MISC is to ensure the development, application and implementation of standards that maintain interoperability and quality for motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and other related systems in the DoD/IC/USIGS.  The MISC will monitor and participate in the development of and changes to adopted standards and assess their impacts on systems and the USIGS architecture though community input and discussion. The MISC will also participate in the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Standards Agreement (STANAG) process for joint force interoperability.  The MISC will also participate in US and international standards bodies to monitor, advocate and represent DoD/IC/USIGS interests for motion imagery, associated metadata, audio, and related systems to support global interoperability and protect image and information quality.

4.
ORGANIZATION

A.
Chair.  The NIMA will Chair the MISC. The MISC Chair will be responsible for the disposition of motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and other related systems standards and concerns to the ISMC/GSMC.

B.
Secretariat.  The NIMA shall provide the Secretariat to perform the MISC administrative tasks as directed by the Chair.

C.
Members.  All interested government organizations and military service representatives are encouraged to participate in the development, monitoring and review of proposed and adopted motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and other related systems standards. 

D.
Industry Representatives.  Persons from professional organizations, academia, and commercial industry will be asked regularly to provide input.

5. FUNCTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

A.
Investigate motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and related systems technology, including emerging industry and international standards, for inclusion in the USIGS Technical Architecture, the DoD Joint Technical Architecture, and other DoD/IC/USIGS Standards forums.

B.
Serve as the primary coordination point of contact for motion imagery-related standards and associated research applicable to the DoD/IC/USIGS.

C.
Participate in the development, evolution and assess possible impacts of proposed and adopted motion imagery, associated metadata, audio, and related systems technology standards for the USIGS and Joint Technical architectures; report findings and make recommendations for action to the ISMC/GSMC.

D.
Develop, coordinate and maintain master standards documents to serve as the repository of MISC activities and adoption actions.  Elements of such documents, adopted by MISC, and approved by the ISMC/GSMC become official standards compliance policy for DoD/IC/USIGS motion imagery, associated metadata, audio and related systems that form component parts of the USIGS Technical Architecture, the DoD Joint Technical Architecture and other DoD/IC Standards forums. 

E.
Establish sub-groups and Ad-hoc groups as required to support MISC activities.
6.
PROCEDURES

A.
Standing rules.  The MISC shall establish standing rules that are approved by the Chair, ISMC/GSMC.  All recommendations to the ISMC/GSMC shall be reached though consensus of the MISC members.  Issues, which cannot be resolved by the MISC, will be forwarded to the ISMC/GSMC for resolution.

B.
The MISC charter will be reviewed annually.
